You will learn some of the basic methods of ply - splitting that have been used traditionally 
to make camel girths and animal harnesses in North West India. 

Julie has been researching the Indian technique of Ply-Splitting since 1989 and has developed it 
to make wearable and sculptural pieces. She has exhibited and sold her work in the UK, Europe 
and USA and gives talks and workshops.

She has also written articles on braidmaking and published ‘Ply-Split Braiding, An Introduction” in 
2006.
